For every neglect in keeping a good and sufficient boat,
or failure to give prompt and rcady atiendance, the said Anson
Northrop, Bicrre Botlineau, Louis Roberts and Peter Poncin, shall
forfeit a sum not excecding twenty-five dollars, to be rocovered
by a civil action before any court having competent jurisdiction,
and shall be further liable in a like action for all damages any per-
son shall sustain by reason of the neglect of said Northrop, Botti-
neau, Roberts and Poncin, or cither of them, to fulfil any of the
duties imposed upon them by this act.

Sec. 6. Any person who shall sustain any injury by the negli-
gence or default of raid Northrop, Bottineau, Roberts, Poncin, or
cither of them, or of the ferryman in’ their employ, may have a
remedy by an action upon the bond required in this act.

Sec. 7. The legislature may alter, amend or repeal this act at
any time after its passage,
