Be it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the Territory of Minnesota:
That if any person or persons shall selt, exchange or give, barter
or dispose of any spiritucus liquor, or wine, in any portion of this
Territory, lying Weat of the Mississippi river, and within the limits
of the lands purchased under the last Sioux Treaties, such on
or persons, shall forfeit and pay the sum of five hundred dollars,
to be recoveraed by an action of debt by any person suing for the
same before any court having competent jurisdiction.

Skc. 2. Ifany person shall introduce, or attempt to intioduce
any spirituous liquors or wines, into any portion of this Territory,
as proscribed in the first section of this act, except such supplies as
shall be necessary fur the officers of the United Stater and troops
of the service, under the direction of the War Department, such

that any white person or Indian is about to intreduce, or has intro-
duced any spiritous liquor or wiae, iato any portion of the Territo-
ry before mentioned, in violation of the second section of this act,
it shall be lawful for such officer of the militarg or Indian Depart-
ment, to cause the boats, stores, packages, and place of deposite of
such person, within that portion of the Territory above described,
to be searched, and if any such spirituous liquor or wine js found,
the goods, boats, packages and peltries of such persons shall be
seized by said officers and shall be prosecnied against by libel, in
the proper court, and forfeited, one half to the use of the informer,
and the other half to the use of the United States.

Seo. 4. It shall be lawful for any person in the service of the
United States, or for any officer appointed or elected under the pro-
visions of any law of this Territory, or for any Indian, to take and
destroy any ardent spirits or wine, found withio that portion of this
Territory before menticned, excepting military supplies, as men~
tioned in the first section of this act.

Szc. 6. That if any person whatsoever, shall, within the limits
of this Territory, described above, set up or continue any distillery
for manufacturing ardent spirits, he shall furfeit and pay a penalty
of one thousand dollars, to be recovered by any person suing for
the same, in any court having competent jurisdiction,

Sec. 6. It shull be lawful for any officer of the United States
milikary or Indian Department, and it is made the doty of eny sher-
iff or other officer of this Territory, within that portion of the Ter-
ritory above described, to destroy and break up any such distillery
for the manufacture of spirituous liquors, and the military force of
the United States may be employed in executing that duty.

Sec. 7. When any judgment is rendered against any person,
under the provisions of this act, the said person against whom said
judgment is rendered, may be imprisoned, at the discretion of the
court, until the said judgment shall be satisfied, or the said person
be released by due course of law.

Sec, B. This act shall take effect and be in force, from and af-
ter ita paseage.

Seo. 9. Alllaws in relation to the sale of spirituous liquore or
wines, are hereby declared to be inoperative in any portion of this
Territory west of the Mississippi river, and within the limits of the
lands purchased from the Sioux in 1851.
