At all elections for members of Town Council, OF poen eleetions
oth&reoﬁeerlognidgrn,ﬂle Ie lvoliﬂ'rlnmmbledl how oondacted
at inted honr for opening the polls, appoint by aocla-
mﬁonmhmm reside at such eleotion, who shall
take an oath of b proeoedinglto act as such, and
the polls shall be kept o;i:n by them st least three hours, and
thay shall give notice at lsast half an hour before the olosing
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of the polls [of the time of the closing of the polls,] and no
votes shall be received by them, after the expiration of the
time 80 noticed and proclaimed. The parties receiving the
highest number of votes for their respective offices to which
their names are subscribed upon the ballots, shall be declared
elected, and in case of a tie vote for any two or more persons
to any office, the election of one of them shall be determined
by lot, in the presence of the Judges of said election, and the
parties who shall have received such tie vote.

See. 5. It shall bo the duty of said town to apply for a
m%pmmpﬁm of the town site of said town of Freeborn, under
wade the provisions of the Act of Congress, entitled “ An Act for

the relief of the citizens of towns upon the lands of the United
States, under certain circumstances,” approved May 253d, 1844,
and as goon as the title to said lands shall be obtained as
aforesaid, to ascertain the persons entitled to the various
lots and blocks within said town, who may have a valid right
to the same either by original claim, or by transfer by the
person or persons having made such original claim, and to
deed under the hand of the President of said town, and sealed
by the seal of said corporation, to such person or peraons so
entitled, the lots or blocks to which such person or persons
may be entitled, Provided, That no street, alley or other pub-

lic ground shall be so deeded,
Powers and Sec. 6. The President, Trustees and Secretary of said
m;n,m ot town shall be, and are hereby created a body corporate and
coumoll politic with 1:gerpe'l:ual succession, to be known and distin-
guished by the name and style of the Town of Freeborn, and’
their duties, powers and privileges shall be the same as those
prescribed and allowed in Sections four (4), five (5), six (6),
seven (7), eight (8), nine (9), and ten (10), of an Act to in-
corﬂorate the town of Winnebago Cily, approved February

19th, A. D, 1857,

Bec. 7. This Act shall take effect from and after its pas-

sage.
