Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Nannesola :

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Stale of Minnesola :

Secrrox 1. That upon every seal of a District Court, Pro-
bate Court, or of any Court of this State ha.vinf;l a seal of
Registers, Notaries and all other officers required to have 8 geu, of coarte—
scal, there shall be engraved the same device as is engraved device—diman-
on the Great Seal of the State, together with the name of the*™
Court or offico in which the seal is to'be used for the attesta-
tion of official papoers; and that all such scals shall be one
inch and five-eighths of an inch in dismeter,

Sec. 8. That the Secretary of State shall be required, im-

of this Act, except in case of re-appointments of Notaries,
who shall be allowed to use theig old seal; and in all cases
