to read: " That the whole amount of lands so sold and
conveyed shall not exceed fourteen thousand acres,"

void.

SEC. 3. The said regents are hereby empowered
and authorized in their discretion, if by them deemed
necessary for the interests of the University, to borrow
ten thousand dollars in anticipation of, and to be
repaid from the proceeds of the sales of the lands
aforesaid.
