CHAPTER III.

An act to amend section one of chapter twenty-six of Uxroh it 1MT

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SECTION 1. That section one of chapter twenty-six
be so amended as to read as follows: That the trus- ltor iBBUe bondB

tees or board of education of any school district in
this state be, and they are hereby authorized and ful-
ly empowered to iscue the orders or the bonds of their
respective districts [with coupons] in such amounts
and at sucn periods as they may be directed by a vote
of two-thirds of all the legal voters present and vot-
ing at any legally called meeting of the same; said
orders or bonds to be payable in such amounts and at
such times, not exceeding ten years, as the legal vo-
ters thereof at such meeting shall determine, with in-
terest not to exceed twelve per cent, per annum, pay-
able annually, which orders or bonds and coupons shall
be signed l>y the director, and countersigned by the
clerk of said district or by the president and treasurer
of the board of education: Provided^ That nothing
herein contained shall be construed to authorize the
issuing of such orders or bonds, unless two-thirds of
all the legal voters present and voting shall vote in
favor thereof, at an annual or special meeting of the
legal voters of said school district.

SEC. 2. All taxes levied, or orders, or bonds issued
since February 2Sth, 1S6K, by school districts in this i^E*iimu\.
state, for purchasing sites for and in the erection, com-
pletion and furnishing school houses, are hereby legal-
ized and declared valid.
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SEC. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.

.Be it enacted oy the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SECTION 1. That section twelve of chapter thirty-
six of the general statutes, be amended so as to read
as follows:

Section 12. The board of trustees shall hire for and
in the name of the district, such teachers as have pro-
cured a certificate of qualification, and make a contract
with such teacher, specifying the wages per mouth and
time employed as agreed upon by the parties and file
such contract in the office of the clerk; Provided,
That the term "month" whenever it occurs in any
section on this act, shall be construed to mean four
weeks of five days each.

SEC. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.
