Be it enacted by the Legislaturs of the State of Minnesota:

SectioNn 1. That the general terms of the district
court in the eight judicial district shall be held in the sev-
eral counties in the said district at the times hereinafter
prescribed, to wit:

In the county of LeSucur on the first Monday of March p., 0 o,
and the first Monday in September in each year. In the terms ot pistrict
county of Sibley onthethird Monday in Marchand the third Gesr
Monday in September in each year. In the county of
Carver on tho third Monday of May and the third Monday
of November in each year. In the county of Scott on
the first Monday of June and the first Monday of Decem-
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ber in each year. In the county of McLeod on the first
Monday in April and the second Monday in November in
each year. Provided, That the May term of said district
court, in and for the county of McLeod aforesaid, shall
not be held in the year A. D. one thousand eight hundred
and seventy one, unless so ordered by the judge of said
judicial district.
