CHAPTER XLIIIL

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY OF SAINT PAUL TO ISSUE BONDS
TO PAY FOR BUILDING, RE-BUILDING AND REPAIRING THE SAINT
PAUL BRIDGE ACROSS THE MISSISSIPPI RIVER.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Siate of Minnesota:

Section 1. That the corporation of the city of St. Paul be and
it is hereby authorized to issue the bonds of said city to the amount
of thirty-five thousand dollars in sums not less than two hundred nor
more than one thousand dollars each, payable in twenty-five years,
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with coupons attached, bearing interest at the rate of seven por cent.
per annum, payable semi-annually. Said bonds shall be payable,
principal or interest or both, either in the city of St. Paul, or in the
city of New York. Said bonds shall not be sold for less than ninety
cants on the dollar.

Sec. 2. It shall be the duty of the said city to levy a tax annu-
ally on all the taxable property in said city to promptly pay the
interest on said bonds when due, and also sufficient to provide a
sinking fund to pay the principal promptly at maturity, which said
tax so levied as aforesaid, when collected, shall be specially set apart
in the city treasury for the purposes aforesaid, and shall not be used
for any other purpose. That the funds arising from tho sale of said
bonds shall be held and paid out solely for the purpose of building,
re-building, or repairing the St. Paul bridge across the Mississippi
River at Wabashaw street in said city.

Sko. 3. This set to tuke effect and be in force from and after
its passage.

CHAPTER XLIV.
