CHAPTER 200,

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE MANNER IN WHICH HIGHWAY
TAX OR ROAD MONEY MAY BE EXPENDED, AND PROVIDE THE

AMOUNT OF COMMUTATION FOR POLL TAX.
Be it enqcted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :

SECTION -1. Thé’t any town or city in the county of Goodhue,
in this State, may af any annual spring fown meefing, vote that
‘the poll tax assessed for road purposes in such town or city, shall
be paid in money, and that all money raised for road purposes in
such town or city shall be paid in mtoney instead of labor.
