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CHAPTER 116.

AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE MONEY TO REIMBURSE. GOV-
ERNOR PILLSBURY THE AMOUNT PAID BY HIM FOR COAL

•TAR AND SHEET IRON DURING MAY AND JUNE 1877.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SECTION 1. That there bewhereby appropriated out of any
moneys in the State treasury belonging to the revenue fund TO
not otherwise appropriated, payable to the order.of the gov- ^v
emor, to reimburse him for amount expended by him in the
purchase of coal tar and sheet iron, and distributed by him
in different counties to be used for the destruction of grass-
hoppers, the sum of four thousand two hundred and thirteen
32-100 dollars, ($4213 32 100.)

SEC. 2. That this act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 117.
