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CHAPTER 114.

AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE MONEY FOR THE;PAYMENT OF
EXPENSES OF THE PRESENT LEGISLATURE.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SectioNn 1. That there is hereby appropriated out of any
money in the State Treasury belonging to the General Reve-
nue Fund not otherwise appropriated, the sum of three thous-
ﬁd dollars ($3,000) for payment of the expenses of the Legis-
ature. -

Ske., 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage. =

CHAPTER 115.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR REPAIRS TO THE STATE CAPITOL.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SecrioN 1. That thesum of four thousand dollars ($4,000),
or 80 much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby appropn-
ated for repairing and strengthening theiroof of the capitol,
})lumbing and gas fitting in the same, providing shutters,
aying new floors in a part thereot, grouting under floors and
between partitions, plastering, and such other repairs as aze
necessary for the preservation of the building.

SEc. 2. That the sum of one thousand dollars ($1,000), or
so much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby appropriated
for providing a new burglar proof vault for the State Treas-
urer’s office in said Capitol. That the sum of two hundred
dollars ($200) be‘and the same (or so much thereof as may be
necessary) be appropriated for the purpose of fitting up the
room in the State Capitol for the use of the State Library.
Such expenditure to be made under the direction of the Gov-
ernor.

Seo. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage.
