CHAPTER 212.

AN ACT TO APPROPRIATE MONET TO AID THE COUNTY OP TIIA.1

That the sum of two hundred dollars ($200) is herel
appropriated out of any moneys in the state treasury belonging to tl
internal improvement fund, or out of the first (1st) moneys which sht
come into the treasury belonging to said fund, not already appropi
ated, to aid the county of Traverse iu building a bridge across tl
Mustinka, river, in the town of Lake Valley, in said Traverse count
and said bridge when, erected shall be kept in repair by said town
Lake Valley, and be forever free from tolls.

SEC. 2. Said bridge shall be located at or near the point whore t!
state road from Browns Valley to Herman crosses said river, and shs
be built under the direction of the county commissioners of Travel
county.

That when said bridge is completed, the said board of coun
commissioners shall officially report the fact to the state auditor, w
shall upon receipt thereof, draw his order in favor of the county tref
urer of Traverse county, on the state treasurer for the said sum of t\
hundred dollars ($200) belonging to said fund, and said money shi
be disbursed by said county treasurer upon orders of said board
