PORATIONS."'

Be it enacted by the legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SECTION 1. That section one (1) of title one (1) of chap-
ter thirty-four £34) of general statutes of eighteen hundred
and seventy^eight (1878), be and the same is hereby
amended by inserting after the word "telegraphs in the
third (3) line tliereof the words "pneumatic tube lines,
subway conduits for the passage, operation and repair of
electric and other lines or pipes."

SEC. 2. That section thirteen (13) of said title and chap-
ter be and the same is hereby amended by inserting after
the word "over" in the second line thereof the words
"through, under" and by inserting after the word "tele-
graph" in the third (3) line thereof the words '"pneumatic-
tube lines, subway conduits for the passage, operation, and
repair of electric and other lines and pipes."
