nished by Horace Horton at the request of divers citizens
of said Sauk Rapids, and believing that the same would be
paid for by the state. There is therefore hereby appro-
priated out.of any money in the state treasury belonging
to the general revenue fund, not «therwise appropriated,
or out of the first money that shall eome into the treasury
belonging to said fund, the sum of four thousand six .
hundred (84,600) dollars, for the farther purpese of pay-
ing for the rebuilding of said portion of said bridge so
destroyed.

Sec. 2. The state anditor is hereby directed and em-
powered to draw his order in favor of said Horace Horton
on the state treasurer for the said sum of four thousand
six hundred ($4,600) dollars herein appropriated belong-
ing to said fund. ,
