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and that any provision in any contract, note or instrument
providing for an increase of the rate of interest upon
maturity or any increase therein after the making and
delivery thereof, shall work a forfeiture of the entire
interest thereon.

Provided further, That the foregoing proviso shall not
apply to notes or contracts which bear no interest before
maturity.

SEC. 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with this
act are hereby repealed.

or mortgage the real estate of his ward in like manner,
and upon like terms and conditions as are prescribed in
this chapter in case of a sale by executors or administra-
tors, except as hereinafter provided: ' '

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Provided, That BO guardian shall be licensed to mort-
gage the real estate of his ward for any purpose, except to
pay the debts of his ward contracted prior to his appoint-
ment as guardian, or to pay any lien by way of mortgage
or otherwise which may then be upon the real estate of his
ward. Provided further, That no guardian shall be
licensed' to mortgage the real estate of his ward for a
longer period than five (5) years from the granting of such
license.
