The compensation of the said village trustees shall be the
sum of fifty dollars (¥50) per annum, and the compensation of the
president of said eity council and the recorder shall be the sum of
one handred dollars ($100) per year. Said salary shall be paid out
of the treasury of said village upon an order duly signed by the pres-
i(]ﬁnt of said village council and countersigned by the recorder of said

Aﬁ ACT TO GﬁANGE THE NAME OF WHALETATIL, LAKE, SITUATED
IN HENNEFIN CQUNTY, TOWNSHIP OF MINNETRISTA.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

SrcrioNn 1. That the name of “Whaletail Lake” situated in the
township of Minnetrista in Hennepin county, of the state of Minne-
sota, be and the same is hereby changed to that of “Lake Hiawatha.”
