Segrion 1. Chapter one hundred and forty-five (145)
of the genural laws of one thousand eight hundred and
eighty-five (1885), be amended so that the provisions
thereof relating to election districts shall not apply to the
village of Browns Valley, Traverse county, Minnesota,
and that said village of Browns Vallay shall be and con-
stitute a separate election distriet for all election pur
from the town in which it is located, provided that all
elections held in said village shall be subject to the pro-
vigions of said chapter one hundred and forty-five (145)
relating to the elaction of villege officers.

All acts or portions of acts ineconsistent here-
with are hereby repealed.
