That section ten (10)of title one (1) of
chapter seventy-three (73) of the general statuies of one
thousand eight hundred and sevenfy-eight (1878) be and
the same is hereby amended by adding to the end of sub-
division first of sald section ten {10) the following: “Nor
to proceedings supplementary to execution.”

AN ACT TO AMEND GENERAL STATUTES EIGHTEEN HUN-
DRED AND SEVENTY-EIGHT (1878), CHAPTER THIRTY-
FOUR (34, TITLE FIVE (5), RELATING TO OEMETERY AS-
SOOIATIONS AND PRIVATE CEMETERIES.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Seorion 1. Section two hundred and fifty (250}, chap-
ter thirty-four (34), general statutes eighteen hundred and
seventy-eight (1878}, is hereby amended so as to read as
follows :

Section 250. After such map is filed in the register’s
offica, as aforesaid, the trustees may sell and convey the
lots as degignated on such map, upon such terms, and sub-
ject to such conditions and restrictions, to be inserted in or
annexed to the conveyances, as the said trustees shall pre-
seribe. Every conveyance of any snch lots shall beexpressly
for burial purposes and no other, and shall be in the cor-
poraie name ol the association, signed by the president and
treasurer or president and secrotary thereof.

BEc. 2. | conveyancesof such lota heretofore made by
any cemetery association, signed by the president and sec-
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ratary thereof, are lereby legalized and made valid, and
shall have the same force and effect as if signed by the
president and treasurer of such association.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after ite passage.

AN AOT TO AMEND SECTION FOUR (4), OF CHAPTER ONE
HUNDRED AND SEVEN (107), OF THE GENERAL BTAT-
UTES OF ONE THOUSAND (EIGHT HUNDRED AND SEV-
ENTY-EIGHT(1878), RELATING TO THE QUALIFICATIONS
OF GRAND JURORS.

Be it enactled by tha Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Sror1oxn L. That section four (4), of chapter one hun-
dred and seven (107), of the general statutes of one thous-
and eight hundred and seventy-eight (1878) be and the
sameis hereby amended so as to read as follows:

“SrcTioN 4 The following persons are exempt from ser-
vice as grand jurors: All United States officers, all judges
of courts of record; commissioners of public buildings; au-
ditor and tressurer of state; state librarian; clerks of court;
rogisters of deeds; sheriffs and their deputies; coroners,
constables, attorneys and counsellors at law; ministers of
the gospel; preceptors and teachers of incorporated acade-
mies; one (1) teacher in each common school; practicin
physicians and surgeons; ow miller in each mill; one (1%
ferryman to each licensed ferry;all acting telegraph opera-
tors; all postmasters and deputypostmasters; all members of
compsnies of firemen organized according to law; all engi-
neers having charge of stationary and locomotive engines;
all persons of more than sixty (60) years of age; all per-
sons of unsound mind; persons subject to bodily infirmity
amounting to disability; all undertakers and their assis-
tants; all persons are disqualified from serving as grand
Jurors who have been eonvicted of an(y) infamous erime.”

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.
