THAN FOR VILLAGE OEFIOERS AND PUEPOSES, AND TO AUTHOR-
ZE THE VILLAGE COUNCIL THEREOF TO APPOINT JUDGES OF

ELECTIONS OTHERTHAN FOR VILLAGE OFFICERS AND PURPOSES

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :

SECTION 1. The village of Luverne, Rock county, Minnesota, is
hereby constituted a separate election district

SEO. 2. All elections in said village, other than for village officers
or purposes, shall be held and conducted in all things as if said vil-
lage was a city of the said state containing less than four thousand
