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laws of the state of Minnesota, and chapter sixty-five (65) of the gen-
eral statutes of eighteen hundred and seventy-eight (1878), relating
to justices of the peace, shall apply to said city justices, except that
such justices of the peace shall not have jurisdiction in any criminal
action or proceeding, excepting actions of forcible entry and unlawful
detainer, and that all summons, writs or process issued by said jus-
tices of the peace may be directed to and served by any police officer
of the city or Minneapolis, the sheriff or any constable of-the county
of Hennepin.

Provided, That the jurisdiction of the said justices of the peace
shall not extend beyond the corporate limits of the city of Minneap-
olis; and no justice of the peace outside of said city shall have juris-
diction to issue any summons 01 process in any civil action to be
served within said city of Minneapolis, and any service o£ any such
summons or process from such justice of the peace made within said
city, shall be void.

SEC. 9. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with the provis-
ions of this act are hereby repealed.

SEC. 10. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage,

CHAPTER 451.
[H. F. No. 481.]

AN ACT TO RECORD AND PRESERVE CERTAIN" INSTRUMENTS IN
THE OFFICE OF THE REGISTER OF DEEDS OF HENNEPIN COUNTY.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :

SECTION 1. The register of deeds of the county of Hennepin is
hereby authorized to procure at the expense of said county, suitable
record books and to transcribe therein all unrecorded sheriffs cer-
tificates in mortgage foreclosure proceedings, sheriffs certificates of
execution sales, writs of attachment, notices of lis pendens and no-
tices of levy now on file in his said office, and which have been filed
therein since the first (1st) day of January, A. D. eighteen hundred
and fifty-seven (1857).

SEC. 2. The said register of deede shall receive aa fees for record-
ing said instruments seven and one-half (7£) cents a folio.

SEO. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
the date of its passage.
