CHAPTER 169.

AN ACT TO REIMBURSE THE COUNTY OF WILKIN FOR EX-
PENSES INCOURRED IN THE PROSECUTION OF ANDREW
WOLD FOR THE MURDER OF HANS J. HAUGEN.

Be &1 enacted by the Legislalure of the State of Minnesola :

SecrioN 1. That the sum of one thousand (#1,000) dol-
lars is hereby appropriated out of any money in the state
treagnry mnot otherwise appropriated, to reimburse the
county of Wilkin for expenses incurred in the prosecution
of Andrew Wold for the murder of Hans J. Haugen, said
persons being non-residents of said county.

880, 2. ‘The state auditor is hereby directed to draw his
warrant for the sum hereby appropriated in favor of the
treagnrer of Wilkin county.

8ko. 3. This act shall take effect and be in foree from
and after ita passage.

CHAPTER 170.

AN ACT FOR THE RELIEF OF THOMAS MONAHAN, AND TO
APPROPRIATE MONEY THEREFOR.

Be 1l enacted by the Legislature of the Stale of Minnesola:

Brorion 1. Thatthesum of seven hundred ($700) dollars
be and the same is hereby appropriated ont of any money
in the state treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the
relief of Thomas Monaban, for personal injuries sustained
by him while in the employ of the state, as a laborer and
masons’ helper in the construction of the eapitol in one
thousand eight hundred and eighty-two (1882), by reason
of the careless throwing and dropping of brick from s scaf-
fold, whereby he was injured and ineapacitated from labor
for life.

8o, 2, This act shall take effect and be in foree from
and after its passage.
