EC. 3. The laws relating to the assessment and collection of taxes
shall apply to property, real and personal, situated in said village,
and the village board shall act a8 a board of equalization.

AN ACT TO CONSTITUTE THE VILLAGE OF BROWERVILLE, IN TODD
COUNTY, AN ELECTION DISTRICT AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE-
ELECTION OF AN ASSESSOR THEREIN.

Be il enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnegota:

SecrioN 1. The village of Browerville. in the county of Todd, is
hereby established and constituted an election district separate and
apart from the township of Hartford, in which said village is loeated,
for all purposes of general and special elections under thegeneral laws
of the sgtate, and the trustees of said village of Browerville shall be
and act a8 judges of all elections held in said village and district and
shall have power to appoint clerks of such elections and administer
the necessary oaths. Such elections shall be held apd conducted in
the same manper and under the [same] penalties as ave prescribed by
the general election laws of the state.
