/o Jegalize /« a sfafe certificate the teachers'
university certificate of the department
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the state of Minne-

sota:

SECTION 1. The teachers university certificate issued
by the University of Minnesota to graduates of the
department of pedagogy in said university shall be valid
as a certificate of the first grade to teach" in the public
schools of the state of Minnesota for a period of two
years from date of graduation.

SEC. 2. At the expiration of two years of actual
teaching the certificate of such graduate may be en-
dorsed by the president of the university and tlie super-
intendent of public instruction upon satisfactory evi-
dence that such service has been successful, and such
endorsement shall make said certificate a permanent
certificate of qualification; provided, that said endorse-
ment may be cancelled and itsleg-aleffectannulledlrv the
superintendent of public instruction upon satisfactory
evidence of disqualification.

SEC. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the state of Minne-
sota:

AppeaUfrom SECTION 1. Any person applying for a license to teach
tend«t!uperfn" scho'ol, feeling aggrieved by the decision of the county

superintendent, after examination, in refusing to grant
such license or in refusing to grant a certificate of the
grade applied for, may appeal therefrom to the state
superintendent of public instruction.

SEC. 2. The person desiring to appeal shall within
ten days after notice of such decision, serve on the
county"superintendentso refusing to grant a certificate,
a notice of appeal from such decision, which shall specify
the grounds upon which an appeal is taken.

SEC. 3. The county superintendent shall, within ten
days after service upon him of a notice of appeal, as
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
