declared competent evidence of the several acts and
resolutions therein contained in all courts of this state
without further proof or authentication, and shall be
known and cited as “General Statutes, 1894,

CHAPTER 311,

An act m]étiug to the salary of the supreme court
reporter.

Be itenacted by the Legislature of the state of Minne-
sota:

Section 1. That the salary of the supreme court re-
porter, from and after January first (1st), A. D. eight-
een hundred and ninety-five {1895), shall be the sum
of two thousand ($2,000) dollars per annum.

SEC. 2. That said sum of two thousand ($2,000) dol-
lars shall be appropriated annually for the payment of
said salary.

Sec. 3. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with
this act are hereby repealed,
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
