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other information as he may deem important, or the
governar or superintendent of public instruction may
request; provided, that in any report of any officer of
:said school who is required by law to publish any report
of said school, nonames of children, wards of said school,
-shall be required to be published.

The members of said board of control shall beallowed §

‘the expenses mnecessarily incurred by them in the dis-
-charge of their official duties, and three dollars ($3) per
day for their official services actually and necessanly
performed, which shall be audited and paid from the
funds appropriated for the use of the institution in
the game way that other accounts against theschool are
paid.

SEC. 19. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with
-or contravening the provisions of this act are hereby
Tepealed,

SEc. 20. This act shall take effect and be in force
from and after its passage.

CHAPTER 211.

An act to amend section 1962 of the general statutes
1894, the same being section twelve (12) of chapter fif
teen of the general statutes 1878 as amended, relating
to compensation of county commissioners in certan
€ases.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the state of Minne-
sota:

SecTIoN 1. That section 1962 of the general statutes
1894, the same heing section twelve (12} of chapter fif-
‘teen of the general statutes 1878 as amended, be and
the same is hereby amended by adding thereto the fol-
lowing proviso: Provided, that in the performance of
the duties required by this section such county commis-
:sioner shall receive the sum of three (3) dollars per day
for each day necessarily employed, and ten (10) cents
per mile for every mile necessarily traveled in the per-
formance of such duty, but no commissioner shall re-
ceive pav for the performance of such duty for more
than fifteen (15) davs’ service, nor mileage to exceed
-one hundred (100) miles in any one year.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.
