An del avthorizing the payment of interest on certain
school orders.

Be it enneted by the Legislature of the Siate of Minnesota:

Certain school orders to bear interest at rate of 6 per cent.—
Seetion 1. That cach and all school orders for the payment of
money issued by any school distriet of the state of Minnesota, be-
tween the first day of Alareh, 1906, and the 25th day of April
1907, for a legally incurred debt, and which were duly presented
to the treasurer of such school distriet for payment, and pay-
ment thereon refused for lack of fands, shall bear interest at the
rate of six per ecentum per annum from and after the date of
such presentation and refusal, and such interest is hereby de-
elared to be valid and subsisting indebtedness of each such school
digtriet isguing the same.

The officers of each such distriet arce hereby authorized to
pay such interest, upon the preseniation of such orders.

Provided, that the terins of this act shall not apply to any
pending litigation.

CHAPTER 309—H. T. No. 394.

An det to amend chapter serenty-siv (78) of the General
Laws for 19807, velating to county hoards of education for wn-
nrdanized terrifory twithin the state. and to define their scope
and powers.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Board may authorize clerk to county superintendent at $60
per month.—Scetion 1. That section three (3) of chapter sev-
enty-six (76) of the General Tiaws for 1907, be and the same is
herehy amended so as to read as follows:

Section 3. The chairman of the county board of commis-
sioners shall be the chairman of the county hoard of eduecation;
the connty treasurer shall be the treasurer of said board; the
county superintendent of schools shall he the clerk of said board
of education. The ecounty board of education may also employ a
competent person to act as clerk {o the county superintendent of
schools, who shall perform such other services as the board may
direet. Such person shall not enter upon his duties as sach elerk
until his appointment has been ratified by the county board. who
shall fix his salary. which shall not exeeed sixty dollars ($60)
per month.
