Cmdmﬂm(m&n‘w for fish hatcheries to
be commenced by A ~—Whenever an appropria-
tion shall have been made by the legislature of the State of Min-
nesota for the establishment of a fish hatchery on certain lands
or parcels of land and when it is not possible to effect the pur-
chase of such portion of such land as is necedsary for the pur-
pose, or when in the opinion of the State Game and Fish Com-
missioner the price demanded for such necessary land by the
owners thereof is unreascnable and excessive, the Attorney Gen-
eral of the State of Minnesota shall, upon the written request of
the State Game and Fish Commissioner, commence condemna-
tion proceedings to secure such necessary land, together with
the necessary water rights, if any, ne to secure the suc-
cessful operation of such fish hatchery, and such condemnation
proceedings shall be had, conducted and eomgl‘eted substantiaily

Section 1. Military overcoats loaned to National Guard and

sion for return.—Any military overcoat belonging to or

issued to the State of Minnesota and in possession of any com-
pany, battery or detachment Commander, may by said Com-
mander be turned over and delivered to the member of the Na-
tional Guard to whom such overcoat had previously been issued
when he was in the Federal service, and such Commander shall
upon taking a receipt for such overcoat from the National
Guardsman to whom the same is turned over and delivered, be
relieved from financial responsibility therefor and from liability
on his bond until the return to him of such overcoat. Said over-
coat so disposed of as aforesaid shall be and remain the owned
or issued property of the State of Minnesota and shall be re-
turned to the Commander aforesaid by the Nationa] Guardsman
receiving the same within thirty days after the giving of such
receipt. Any person so receiving and receipting- for such over-
coat who shall retain the same or not return it to the Commander
aforesaid within said thirty days shall be guiity of a misdemeanor
and upon conviction shall be punished accordingly. -
