Au act amending Scetion 1201, General Statutes 1923, relating
to the vacation of streets and alleys,

Be it enacted Ly the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Sectivn 1. Vacation of streets and alleys,—That Section
1201, General Statutes 1923, be and the =ame is hereby
amended so as to read as follows:

“Sec. 1201. On petition of a majurity of the owners of land
abutting on any strect or alley or any part thereof, in any village,
the council may by resolution vicate the same or any part thereof,
if it shall appear for the interest of the public so to do, first giving
one week's published and posted notice of a hearing 1o be hail
thereon, but such vacation shall not become ¢fective untif a certified
copy of such resolutivn shall be filed for record with the register
of deeds.”

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and e in force from and
after its passage,
