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the load thereon shall not exceed eight feet except as otherwise
provided in this section.

(b) The total outside width of a farm tractor, trackless
trolley car or passenger motor bus, operated exclusively in any
city or village or contiguous cities or villages, in this state shall
not exceed nine feet.

(c) The total outside width of loads of forest products
when loaded crossways shall not exceed 100 inches, provided
the load is securely bound with a chain attached to front and
rear of the loading platform of the vehicle and the sides of
each load are covered ivith woven wire securely fastened at
front and rear so as to prevent pieces slipping out on either
side and so as to hold the load securely in place."

CHAPTER 24—H. F. No. 54

An act relating to clerk hire in the office of County Treas-
urer in certain counties.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Salary of county treasurer in certain counties—
In all counties of this state now or hereafter containing not
less than 350, nor more than 400, square miles, and having a
population of not less than 13,500, nor more than 15,000, in-
habitants, and having an assessed valuation, exclusive of
moneys and credits, of not less than $5,000,000, nor more than
$10,000,000, and having an area of not less than 225,000 acres,
nor more than 230,000, acres, there may be allowed annually
the sum of $1,200 for clerk hire in the office of the county
treasurer.
