An act relating to the acquisition and use of land by ceme-
tery corporations, amending Mason's Minnesota Statutes of
1927, Section 7561.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Law amended.—Mason's Minnesota Statutes
.of 1927, Section 7561, is hereby amended to read as follows:

"7561.. Land acquired for cemetery purposes.—Every such
corporation may take and hold, by purchase or gift, within
the county of its location, and in an adjoining county, not
exceeding 300 acres of land to be actually used and occupied
exclusively for the burial or cremation of the dead and for
purposes necessary or proper thereto. Such land, or such
portion thereof as may from time to time be required for
that purpose, shall be surveyed and divided into lots of such
size as the trustees shall determine, with such avenues, alleys,
and walks as they deem proper, and a map of such survey
shall be filed for record with the register of deeds of the
county of its location; and whenever, the corporation desires
to enlarge its cemetery, and cannot agree with the owners
of the land desired therefor, the same may be acquired under
the power of eminent domain: Provided, that public neces-
sity, propriety and convenience require such proposed en-
largement, which, together with the boundaries thereof,
shall be first established and determined as issues of fact."

Section 1. Salary of coroner and deputies in certain coun-
ties.—In all counties of this state having, or which hereafter
may have, a" population of 250,000 and less than 350,000 in-
