An act creating an interim commission to study the water
conservation, flood control, and drainage problems of the State
and the laws relating thereto, and to prepare recommendations
for revision of said laws and other measures thereon for pre-
sentation at the next regular session of the legislature, and
appropriating money therefor.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Interim commission on drainage, creation.
WHEREAS steadily increasing public and private demands on
the state’s waters, surface and underground, to meet new and
expanded needs of municipalities, industries, irrigation of agri-
cultural lands, and other uses, have created serious water sup-
ply and water conservation problems affecting the future de-
velopment and welfare of the entire state and

WHEREAS disastrous floods occurring in recent years
have caused severe distress among the peopte in many areas of
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the state, and have caused widespread damage to public and
private property aggregating many millions of dollars; and

WHEREAS serious problems of agricultural drainage in-
volving the conservation and development of soil and water
resources and flecod control in the various watersheds of the
state have arisen in recent years; and

WHEREAS the laws and measures heretofore provided by
the state for dealing effectively with the aforesaid problems
are inadequate;

NOW, THEREFORE, a commission of nine members is
hereby created to consist of three members of the Senate to be
appointed by the committee on committees of the Senate, three
members of the House of Representatives to be appointed by
the speaker, and three members to be appointed by the Gover-
nor to investigate and study said problems and to make recom-
mendations relating thereto to the next regular session of the
Legislature, Such appointments shall be made forthwith. upon
the passage of this act. The commission shall elect a chairman
and vice chairman from its membership,

Sec. 2. Dulies, powers. It shall be the duty of the
commission to make such investigations as it deems necessary
respecting the problems aforesaid and the laws of this state
and other states pertaining thereto, and to prepare, propose,
and recommend to the next regular session of the Legizglature
such revisions or amendments of existing laws and such new
legislation and other measures as it may deem advisable for
dealing effectively with said problems in furtherance of the
public health, safety, and welfare and the best interests of the
state.

Sec. 3. Hearings. The commission may hold hearings
at such times and places as it may designate for the purpose of
taking evidence and obtaining information necessary or help-
‘ful in effectuating the purposes of this act, and may delegate
the authority to hold such hearings to any member of the com-
mission or to any other person appointed for the purpose.

. Sec. 4. Expenses. The members of the commission
shall gerve without pay other than their official salaries, but
shall be allowed and paid for all expenses reasonably and neces-
sarily incurred in the performance of their duties within the
limit of the appropriation provided herein. The commission
may employ a secretary and any other expert or clerical assis-
tance which it deems necessary, purchase stationery and other
supplies, rent or otherwise provide for the use of offices and
equipment, and do any and all things reasonably necessary or
convenient for carrying out the purposes of this act.
