An act relating to the public employees retirement association;
providing an adjustment of benefits to certain annuitants.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Public employees retirement association; special
benefits. Notwithstanding the provisions of Minnesota Statutes
1961, Chapter 353, and any acts amendatory thereof to the contrary,
an annuitant of the public employees retirement association who was
a contract employee of a school district, and who joined the associa-
tion in September 1951, who became a deferred annuitant on June 1,
1957, and who retired on June 1, 1962, for the purposes of this act,
shall receive the benefits at the same rate at though he had retired
on June 1, 1957, and as provided in Minnesota Statutes 1953, Chap-
ter 353, as amended by Laws 1955, Chapter 815, with the benefits
computed under Laws 1957, Chapter 935.

Any person entitled to benefits under this section, and who has
heretofore been paid such benefits shall have the benefits recomputed
to June 1, 1962.

An act relating to the sale of property in port and industrial
development districts by port authorities in cities of the first class;
amending Minnesota Statutes 1961, Section 458.196

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1961, Section 458.196, is
amended to read:

458.196 Port and industrial development districts; sale of
property. Subdivision 1. When a port authority deems it for
the best interests of the district and the people thereof and in further-
ance of its general plan of karber port improvement, or industrial
development, or both, it may sell and convey any property or part
thereof owned by it within a river, harbor and port or industrial dis-
trict. This section shall not be limited by other laws pertaining to
powers of port authorities.
