An act authorizing the county boards of Scott, and LeSueur
counties to annually appropriate money as a contingent fund for inci-
dental costs and expenses.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. LeSueuwr and Scoft counties; contingent
funds. - In addition to the amount authorized by Minnesota Stat-
utes; Section 375.16, the county boards of Scott, and LeSueur coun-
ties may each annually appropriate from the county revenue fund a
sum not exceeding $500 as a contingent fund for use by the chairman
of the county board, or any member of the county board acting in the
capacity of the chairman, at his discretion to pay‘for incidental costs
and expenses incurred in expediting the business of the county. Each
fund shall be under the exclusive control of the chairman of the
county board or any member of the county board acting in the capac-
ity of the chairman, such chairman shall, at the end of each fiscal
year, file with the county auditor an itemized statement of expendi-
tures made from such fund. Such statement shall be open for public
inspection.

Sec. 2, This act takes effect as to each of the counties named
when approved by the board of county commissioners of that county,
and upon compliance with the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Sec-
tion 645.021.
