The commissioner shall ac-
quire by gift, lease, easement, purchase, .or condemnation in the man-
ner prescribed under section 117.20, in the name of the state, lands
or any interest in lands suitable and desirable for estabhshmg and
maintaining public hunting grounds, game refuges and food and cover
planting areas, and to make all improvements thereon-deemed by him
advisable, prowded that not more than one third of agy the total area
50 acqmred in any county for a public hunting grounds, es game ref-
uge, food and cover planting area, or other wildlife management area
shall be established as a refuge.
