1.4 BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA:

1.5 Section 1. REQUIRED RULEMAKING; DISPERSED CAMPING ON
1.6 TAX-FORFEITED LAND.

1.7 The commissioner of natural resources must amend Minnesota Rules, part 6100.1350,
1.8 subpart 1, to permit dispersed camping on tax-forfeited lands held in trust for the taxing
1.9 districts. The commissioner must amend Minnesota Rules, part 6100.1350, subparts 3 and

1.10 4, so that the occupancy limits and requirements on forest lands also apply to tax-forfeited

.11 lands held in trust for the taxing districts. The commissioner may use the good cause

1.12  exemption under Minnesota Statutes, section 14.388, to adopt rules under this section, and

1.13  Minnesota Statutes, section 14.386, does not apply except as provided in Minnesota Statutes,

1.14 section 14.388.
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
