subject to disciplinary action solely on the basis of referring a patient to a complementary1.10

and alternative health care practitioner as defined in section 146A.01, subdivision 6.1.11

(b) Any health care practitioner issued a credential by a health-related licensing1.12

board as defined in section 214.01, subdivision 2, or the commissioner of health shall1.13

not be subject to disciplinary action solely on the basis of utilizing complementary and1.14

alternative health care practices as defined in section 146A.01, subdivision 2, paragraph1.15

(a), as a component of a patient's treatment.1.16

(c) A licensed health care practitioner who utilizes complementary and alternative1.17

health care practices must:1.18

(1) disclose the name, license to practice, business address, and telephone number of1.19

the licensed health care practitioner who utilizes complementary and alternative practices;1.20

(2) disclose the degrees, training, experience, or other qualifications of the1.21

practitioner regarding the complimentary and alternative health care being provided,1.22

followed by the following statement in bold print:1.23

Section 1.
