473.145 DEVELOPMENT GUIDE.1.10

The Metropolitan Council shall prepare and adopt, after appropriate study and1.11

such public hearings as may be necessary, a comprehensive development guide for the1.12

metropolitan area. It shall consist of a compilation of policy statements, goals, standards,1.13

programs, and maps prescribing guides for the orderly and economical development,1.14

public and private, of the metropolitan area. The comprehensive development guide shall1.15

recognize and encompass physical, social, or economic needs of the metropolitan area and1.16

those future developments which will have an impact on the entire area including but not1.17

limited to such matters as land use, parks and open space land needs, the necessity for1.18

and location of airports, highways, transit facilities, public hospitals, libraries, schools,1.19

and other public buildings. Notwithstanding any council action to adopt it, a plan or plan1.20

element relating to housing does not take effect until a law is enacted approving the plan.1.21
