Subd. 4. Content. (a) A report under this section must include information the1.8

board requires from the registration form and the information required by this subdivision1.9

for the reporting period.1.10

(b) A lobbyist must report the lobbyist's total disbursements on lobbying, separately1.11

listing lobbying to influence legislative action, lobbying to influence administrative action,1.12

and lobbying to influence the official actions of a metropolitan governmental unit, and a1.13

breakdown of disbursements for each of those kinds of lobbying into categories specified1.14

by the board, including but not limited to the cost of publication and distribution of each1.15

publication used in lobbying; other printing; media, including the cost of production;1.16

postage; travel; fees, including allowances; entertainment; telephone and telegraph; and1.17

other expenses.1.18

(c) A lobbyist must report the amount and nature of each gift, item, or benefit,1.19

excluding contributions to a candidate, equal in value to $5 or more, given or paid to any1.20

official, as defined in section 10A.071, subdivision 1, by the lobbyist or an employer or1.21

employee of the lobbyist. The list must include the name and address of each official to1.22

whom the gift, item, or benefit was given or paid and the date it was given or paid.1.23

(d) A lobbyist must report each original source of money in excess of $500 in any1.24

year used for the purpose of lobbying to influence legislative action, administrative action,1.25
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or the official action of a metropolitan governmental unit. The list must include the2.1

name, address, and employer, or, if self-employed, the occupation and principal place of2.2

business, of each payer of money in excess of $500.2.3

(e) On the report due June 15, the lobbyist must provide a general description of the2.4

subjects lobbied in the previous 12 months.2.5

(f) A lobbyist must report the date and amount of a contribution in any amount made2.6

to each candidate, principal campaign committee, or party unit. The list must include2.7

the name and address of each candidate, principal campaign committee, or party unit to2.8

whom the contribution was made.2.9

(f) The report must disclose each receipt over $200 during the reporting period not3.6

(g) The report must disclose the sum of all receipts of the reporting entity during3.8

(h) The report must disclose the name and address of each individual or association3.10

to whom aggregate expenditures, approved expenditures, independent expenditures, and3.11

ballot question expenditures have been made by or on behalf of the reporting entity3.12

within the year in excess of $200, together with the amount, date, and purpose of each3.13

expenditure and the name and address of, and office sought by, each candidate on whose3.14

behalf the expenditure was made, identification of the ballot question that the expenditure3.15

was intended to promote or defeat and an indication of whether the expenditure was to3.16

promote or to defeat the ballot question, and in the case of independent expenditures made3.17

in opposition to a candidate, the candidate's name, address, and office sought.

(k) The report must disclose the name and address of each political committee,3.29

political fund, principal campaign committee, or party unit to which contributions have3.30

been made that aggregate in excess of $200 within the year and the amount and date of3.31

each contribution.3.32

(l) The report must disclose the sum of all contributions made by the reporting3.33

entity during the reporting period.3.34

(m) The report must disclose the name and address of each individual or association3.35

to whom noncampaign disbursements have been made that aggregate in excess of $2003.36
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within the year by or on behalf of the reporting entity and the amount, date, and purpose of4.1

each noncampaign disbursement.4.2

(n) The report must disclose the sum of all noncampaign disbursements made within4.3

the year by or on behalf of the reporting entity.4.4

(o) The report must disclose the name and address of a nonprofit corporation that4.5

provides administrative assistance to a political committee or political fund as authorized4.6

by section 211B.15, subdivision 17, the type of administrative assistance provided, and the4.7

aggregate fair market value of each type of assistance provided to the political committee4.8

or political fund during the reporting period.4.9

subdivision 1a. However, if a contribution that would be subject to this section triggers the5.8

registration requirement in section 10A.14, subdivision 1a, then both registration under5.9

that section and reporting under this section are required.5.10
