1.10 Subd. 2. Special education apprenticeship programs. (a) For grants to intermediate​

1.13 (b) The department must award grants of $250,000 each to Intermediate School Districts​

1.14 Nos. 287, 288, 916, and 917. The grant funds must be used for special education registered​

1.15 apprenticeship programs. Grant funds may be used for:​

1.17 its partner higher education institution;​
