1.15 The commissioner of labor and industry must study ways to allow for the safety of

1.16  middle and high school aged students who receive hands-on training in skilled trades,

1.17  including on location at construction sites. The report must identify safety precautions that

1.18  should be undertaken, including proposed legislation, if any. The commissioner must report

1.19  to the chairs and ranking minority members of legislative committees with jurisdiction over
