Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2022, section 119B.125, subdivision 1b, is amended to read:

Subd. 1b. Training required. (a) Effeetive Nevember1,204H); Prior to initial

authorization as required in subdivision 1, a legal nonlicensed family child care provider

must complete first aid and CPR training and provide the verification of first aid and CPR

training to the county. The training documentation must have valid effective dates as of the

date the registration request is submitted to the county. The training must have been provided

by an individual approved to provide first aid and CPR instruction and have included CPR

techniques for infants and children.

te) (b) Upon each reauthorization after the authorization period when the initial first aid

and CPR training requirements are met, a legal nonlicensed family child care provider must

provide verification of at least eight hours of additional training listed in the Minnesota

Center for Professional Development Registry.

&) (c) This subdivision only applies to legal nonlicensed family child care providers.
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
