(1) increase child care provider training and professional development;1.10

(2) support legal nonlicensed family, friend, and neighbor child care providers;1.11

(3) provide potential and current child care providers with licensing, financial,1.12

and technical assistance;1.13

(4) help child care providers become rated under the Parent Aware quality rating1.14

(5) strengthen local capacity and increase the availability of affordable high-quality1.16
