A person qualifies for the

immunities provided in this subdivision only if:

(1) the evidence for the charge or prosecution was obtained as a result of the person's

seeking medical assistance for or acting in concert with a person seeking medical assistance

medical assistance for another person who is in need of medical assistance for an immediate

health or safety concern;-previded-that-the-person-whe-seeks-the-medical-assistanece-is-the

Good faith does not include seeking medical assistance during the course of the execution

of an arrest warrant or search warrant or a lawful search.
