1.6 Subd. 5. Property owners may initiate. Property owners may initiate proceedings
1.7 for the concurrent detachment of their property from one municipality and its annexation

1.8 to an adjacent municipality by a petition signed by all of them that they submit to the chief
1.9 administrative law judge accompanied by a resolution of the city council of eaeh at least
