1.13 We, the undersigned conferees for H. F. No. 164 report that we have agreed upon the​

1.14 items in dispute and recommend as follows:​

1.15 That the Senate recede from its amendments and that H. F. No. 164 be further amended​

1.16 as follows:​

1.17 Delete everything after the enacting clause and insert:​

1.18 "Section 1. TITLE.​

1.19 Sections 2 to 18 may be cited as the "Energy Conservation and Optimization Act of​

1.20 2021."​

1.21 EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment.​

1.22 Sec. 2. Minnesota Statutes 2020, section 216B.2401, is amended to read:​

1.23 216B.2401 ENERGY SAVINGS AND OPTIMIZATION POLICY GOAL.​

1.24 (a) The legislature finds that energy savings are an energy resource, and that cost-effective​

1.25 energy savings are preferred over all other energy resources. In addition, the legislature​

1.26 finds that optimizing the timing and method used by energy consumers to manage energy​
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2.1 use provides significant benefits to the consumers and to the utility system as a whole. The​

2.2 legislature further finds that cost-effective energy savings and load management programs​

2.3 should be procured systematically and aggressively in order to reduce utility costs for​

2.4 businesses and residents, improve the competitiveness and profitability of businesses, create​

2.5 more energy-related jobs, reduce the economic burden of fuel imports, and reduce pollution​

2.6 and emissions that cause climate change. Therefore, it is the energy policy of the state of​

2.7 Minnesota to achieve annual energy savings equal equivalent to at least 1.5 2.5 percent of​

2.8 annual retail energy sales of electricity and natural gas through cost-effective energy​

2.9 conservation improvement programs and rate design, energy efficiency achieved by energy​

2.10 consumers without direct utility involvement, energy codes and appliance standards, programs​

2.11 designed to transform the market or change consumer behavior, energy savings resulting​

2.12 from efficiency improvements to the utility infrastructure and system, and other efforts to​

2.13 promote energy efficiency and energy conservation. multiple measures, including but not​

2.14 limited to:​

2.15 (1) cost-effective energy conservation improvement programs and efficient fuel-switching​

2.16 utility programs under sections 216B.2402 to 216B.241;​

2.17 (2) rate design;​

2.18 (3) energy efficiency achieved by energy consumers without direct utility involvement;​

2.19 (4) advancements in statewide energy codes and cost-effective appliance and equipment​

2.20 standards;​

2.21 (5) programs designed to transform the market or change consumer behavior;​

2.22 (6) energy savings resulting from efficiency improvements to the utility infrastructure​

2.23 and system; and​

2.24 (7) other efforts to promote energy efficiency and energy conservation.​

2.25 (b) A utility is encouraged to design and offer to customers load management programs​

2.26 that enable: (1) customers to maximize the economic value gained from the energy purchased​

2.27 from the customer's utility service provider; and (2) utilities to optimize the infrastructure​

2.28 and generation capacity needed to effectively serve customers and facilitate the integration​

2.29 of renewable energy into the energy system.​

2.30 (c) The commissioner must provide a reasonable estimate of progress made toward the​

2.31 statewide energy-savings goal under paragraph (a) in the annual report required under section​

2.32 216B.241, subdivision 1c, and make recommendations for administrative or legislative​

2.33 initiatives to increase energy savings toward that goal. The commissioner must also annually​
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3.1 report on the energy productivity of the state's economy by estimating the ratio of economic​

3.2 output produced in the most recently completed calendar year to the primary energy inputs​

3.3 used in that year.​

3.4 EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment.​

3.5 Sec. 3. [216B.2402] DEFINITIONS.​

3.6 Subdivision 1. Definitions. For the purposes of section 216B.16, subdivision 6b, and​

3.7 sections 216B.2401 to 216B.241, the following terms have the meanings given them.​

3.8 Subd. 2. Consumer-owned utility. "Consumer-owned utility" means a municipal gas​

3.9 utility, a municipal electric utility, or a cooperative electric association.​

3.10 Subd. 3. Cumulative lifetime savings. "Cumulative lifetime savings" means the total​

3.11 electric energy or natural gas savings in a given year from energy conservation improvements​

3.12 installed in that given year and energy conservation improvements installed in previous​

3.13 years that are still in operation.​

3.14 Subd. 4. Efficient fuel-switching improvement. "Efficient fuel-switching improvement"​

3.15 means a project that:​

3.16 (1) replaces a fuel used by a customer with electricity or natural gas delivered at retail​

3.17 by a utility subject to section 216B.2403 or 216B.241;​

3.18 (2) results in a net increase in the use of electricity or natural gas and a net decrease in​

3.19 source energy consumption on a fuel-neutral basis;​

3.20 (3) otherwise meets the criteria established for consumer-owned utilities in section​

3.21 216B.2403, subdivision 8, and for public utilities under section 216B.241, subdivisions 11​

3.22 and 12; and​

3.23 (4) requires the installation of equipment that utilizes electricity or natural gas, resulting​

3.24 in a reduction or elimination of the previous fuel used.​

3.25 An efficient fuel-switching improvement is not an energy conservation improvement or​

3.26 energy efficiency even if the efficient fuel-switching improvement results in a net reduction​

3.27 in electricity or natural gas use. An efficient fuel-switching improvement does not include,​

3.28 and must not count toward any energy savings goal from, energy conservation improvements​

3.29 when fuel switching would result in an increase of greenhouse gas emissions into the​

3.30 atmosphere on an annual basis.​
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4.1 Subd. 5. Energy conservation. "Energy conservation" means an action that results in​

4.2 a net reduction in electricity or natural gas consumption. Energy conservation does not​

4.3 include an efficient fuel-switching improvement.​

4.4 Subd. 6. Energy conservation improvement. "Energy conservation improvement"​

4.5 means a project that results in energy efficiency or energy conservation. Energy conservation​

4.6 improvement may include waste heat that is recovered and converted into electricity or used​

4.7 as thermal energy, but does not include electric utility infrastructure projects approved by​

4.8 the commission under section 216B.1636.​

4.9 Subd. 7. Energy efficiency. "Energy efficiency" means measures or programs, including​

4.10 energy conservation measures or programs, that: (1) target consumer behavior, equipment,​

4.11 processes, or devices; (2) are designed to reduce the consumption of electricity or natural​

4.12 gas on either an absolute or per unit of production basis; and (3) do not reduce the quality​

4.13 or level of service provided to an energy consumer.​

4.14 Subd. 8. Fuel. "Fuel" means energy, including electricity, propane, natural gas, heating​

4.15 oil, gasoline, diesel fuel, or steam, consumed by a retail utility customer.​

4.16 Subd. 9. Fuel neutral. "Fuel neutral" means an approach that compares the use of various​

4.17 fuels for a given end use, using a common metric.​

4.18 Subd. 10. Gross annual retail energy sales. "Gross annual retail energy sales" means​

4.19 a utility's annual electric sales to all Minnesota retail customers, or natural gas throughput​

4.20 to all retail customers, including natural gas transportation customers, on a utility's​

4.21 distribution system in Minnesota. Gross annual retail energy sales does not include:​

4.22 (1) gas sales to:​

4.23 (i) a large energy facility;​

4.24 (ii) a large customer facility whose natural gas utility has been exempted by the​

4.25 commissioner under section 216B.241, subdivision 1a, paragraph (a), with respect to natural​

4.26 gas sales made to the large customer facility; and​

4.27 (iii) a commercial gas customer facility whose natural gas utility has been exempted by​

4.28 the commissioner under section 216B.241, subdivision 1a, paragraph (b), with respect to​

4.29 natural gas sales made to the commercial gas customer facility;​

4.30 (2) electric sales to a large customer facility whose electric utility has been exempted​

4.31 by the commissioner under section 216B.241, subdivision 1a, paragraph (a), with respect​

4.32 to electric sales made to the large customer facility; or​
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5.1 (3) the amount of electric sales prior to December 31, 2032, that are associated with a​

5.2 utility's program, rate, or tariff for electric vehicle charging based on a methodology and​

5.3 assumptions developed by the department in consultation with interested stakeholders no​

5.4 later than December 31, 2021. After December 31, 2032, incremental sales to electric​

5.5 vehicles must be included in calculating a utility's gross annual retail sales.​

5.6 Subd. 11. Investments and expenses of a public utility. "Investments and expenses of​

5.7 a public utility" means the investments and expenses incurred by a public utility in connection​

5.8 with an energy conservation improvement.​

5.9 Subd. 12. Large customer facility. "Large customer facility" means all buildings,​

5.10 structures, equipment, and installations at a single site that in aggregate: (1) impose a peak​

5.11 electrical demand on an electric utility's system of at least 20,000 kilowatts, measured in​

5.12 the same way as the utility that serves the customer facility measures electric demand for​

5.13 billing purposes; or (2) consume at least 500,000,000 cubic feet of natural gas annually.​

5.14 When calculating peak electrical demand, a large customer facility may include demand​

5.15 offset by on-site cogeneration facilities and, if engaged in mineral extraction, may include​

5.16 peak energy demand from the large customer facility's mining processing operations.​

5.17 Subd. 13. Large energy facility. "Large energy facility" has the meaning given in section​

5.18 216B.2421, subdivision 2, clause (1).​

5.19 Subd. 14. Lifetime energy savings. "Lifetime energy savings" means the amount of​

5.20 savings a particular energy conservation improvement is projected to produce over the​

5.21 improvement's effective useful lifetime.​

5.22 Subd. 15. Load management. "Load management" means an activity, service, or​

5.23 technology that changes the timing or the efficiency of a customer's use of energy that allows​

5.24 a utility or a customer to: (1) respond to local and regional energy system conditions; or (2)​

5.25 reduce peak demand for electricity or natural gas. Load management that reduces a customer's​

5.26 net annual energy consumption is also energy conservation.​

5.27 Subd. 16. Low-income household. "Low-income household" means a household whose​

5.28 household income is 60 percent or less of the state median household income.​

5.29 Subd. 17. Low-income programs. "Low-income programs" means energy conservation​

5.30 improvement and efficient fuel-switching programs that directly serve the needs of​

5.31 low-income households, including low-income renters.​

5.32 Subd. 18. Member. "Member" has the meaning given in section 308B.005, subdivision​

5.33 15.​
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6.1 Subd. 19. Multifamily building. "Multifamily building" means a residential building​

6.2 containing five or more dwelling units.​

6.3 Subd. 20. Preweatherization measure. "Preweatherization measure" means an​

6.4 improvement that is necessary to allow energy conservation improvements to be installed​

6.5 in a home.​

6.6 Subd. 21. Qualifying utility. "Qualifying utility" means a utility that supplies a customer​

6.7 with energy that enables the customer to qualify as a large customer facility.​

6.8 Subd. 22. Waste heat recovered and used as thermal energy. "Waste heat recovered​

6.9 and used as thermal energy" means capturing heat energy that would be exhausted or​

6.10 dissipated to the environment from machinery, buildings, or industrial processes, and​

6.11 productively using the recovered thermal energy where it was captured or distributing it as​

6.12 thermal energy to other locations where it is used to reduce demand-side consumption of​

6.13 natural gas, electric energy, or both.​

6.14 Subd. 23. Waste heat recovery converted into electricity. "Waste heat recovery​

6.15 converted into electricity" means an energy recovery process that converts to electricity​

6.16 energy from the heat of exhaust stacks or pipes used for engines or manufacturing or​

6.17 industrial processes, or from the reduction of high pressure in water or gas pipelines, that​

6.18 would otherwise be lost.​

6.19 EFFECTIVE DATE. This section is effective the day following final enactment.​

6.20 Sec. 4. [216B.2403] CONSUMER-OWNED UTILITIES; ENERGY CONSERVATION​

6.21 AND OPTIMIZATION.​

6.22 Subdivision 1. Applicability. This section applies to:​

6.23 (1) a cooperative electric association that provides retail service to more than 5,000​

6.24 members;​

6.25 (2) a municipality that provides electric service to more than 1,000 retail customers; and​

6.26 (3) a municipality with more than 1,000,000,000 cubic feet in annual throughput sales​

6.27 to natural gas retail customers.​

6.28 Subd. 2. Consumer-owned utility; energy-savings goal. (a) Each individual​

6.29 consumer-owned utility subject to this section has an annual energy-savings goal equivalent​

6.30 to 1.5 percent of gross annual retail energy sales, to be met with a minimum of energy​

6.31 savings from energy conservation improvements equivalent to at least 0.95 percent of the​

6.32 consumer-owned utility's gross annual retail energy sales. The balance of energy savings​
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7.1 toward the annual energy-savings goal may be achieved only by the following​

7.2 consumer-owned utility activities:​

7.3 (1) energy savings from additional energy conservation improvements;​

7.4 (2) electric utility infrastructure projects, as defined in section 216B.1636, subdivision​

7.5 1, that result in increased efficiency greater than would have occurred through normal​

7.6 maintenance activity;​

7.7 (3) net energy savings from efficient fuel-switching improvements that meet the criteria​

7.8 under subdivision 8, which may contribute up to 0.55 percent of the goal; or​

7.9 (4) subject to department approval, demand-side natural gas or electric energy displaced​

7.10 by use of waste heat recovered and used as thermal energy, including the recovered thermal​

7.11 energy from a cogeneration or combined heat and power facility.​

7.12 (b) The energy-savings goals specified in this section must be calculated based on​

7.13 weather-normalized sales averaged over the most recent three years. A consumer-owned​

7.14 utility may elect to carry forward energy savings in excess of 1.5 percent for a year to the​

7.15 next three years, except that energy savings from electric utility infrastructure projects may​

7.16 be carried forward for five years. A particular energy savings can only be used to meet one​

7.17 year's goal.​

7.18 (c) A consumer-owned utility subject to this section is not required to make energy​

7.19 conservation improvements that are not cost-effective, even if the improvement is necessary​

7.20 to attain the energy-savings goal. A consumer-owned utility subject to this section must​

7.21 make reasonable efforts to implement energy conservation improvements that exceed the​

7.22 minimum level established under this subdivision if cost-effective opportunities and funding​

7.23 are available, considering other potential investments the consumer-owned utility intends​

7.24 to make to benefit customers during the term of the plan filed under subdivision 3.​

7.25 (d) Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary, until July 1, 2026, spending by a​

7.26 consumer-owned utility subject to this section on efficient fuel-switching improvements​

7.27 implemented to meet the annual energy savings goal under this section must not exceed​

7.28 0.55 percent per year, averaged over a three-year period, of the consumer-owned utility's​

7.29 gross annual retail energy sales.​

7.30 Subd. 3. Consumer-owned utility; energy conservation and optimization plans. (a)​

7.31 By June 1, 2022, and at least every three years thereafter, each consumer-owned utility must​

7.32 file with the commissioner an energy conservation and optimization plan that describes the​

7.33 programs for energy conservation, efficient fuel-switching, load management, and other​
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8.1 measures the consumer-owned utility intends to offer to achieve the utility's energy savings​

8.2 goal.​

8.3 (b) A plan's term may extend up to three years. A multiyear plan must identify the total​

8.4 energy savings and energy savings resulting from energy conservation improvements that​

8.5 are projected to be achieved in each year of the plan. A multiyear plan that does not, in each​

8.6 year of the plan, meet both the minimum energy savings goal from energy conservation​

8.7 improvements and the total energy savings goal of 1.5 percent, or lower goals adjusted by​

8.8 the commissioner under paragraph (k), must:​

8.9 (1) state why each goal is projected to be unmet; and​

8.10 (2) demonstrate how the consumer-owned utility proposes to meet both goals on an​

8.11 average basis over the duration of the plan.​

8.12 (c) A plan filed under this subdivision must provide:​

8.13 (1) for existing programs, an analysis of the cost-effectiveness of the consumer-owned​

8.14 utility's programs offered under the plan, using a list of baseline energy- and capacity-savings​

8.15 assumptions developed in consultation with the department; and​

8.16 (2) for new programs, a preliminary analysis upon which the program will proceed, in​

8.17 parallel with further development of assumptions and standards.​

8.18 (d) The commissioner must evaluate a plan filed under this subdivision based on the​

8.19 plan's likelihood to achieve the energy-savings goals established in subdivision 2. The​

8.20 commissioner may make recommendations to a consumer-owned utility regarding ways to​

8.21 increase the effectiveness of the consumer-owned utility's energy conservation activities​

8.22 and programs under this subdivision. The commissioner may recommend that a​

8.23 consumer-owned utility implement a cost-effective energy conservation program, including​

8.24 an energy conservation program suggested by an outside source such as a political​

8.25 subdivision, nonprofit corporation, or community organization.​

8.26 (e) Beginning June 1, 2023, and every June 1 thereafter, each consumer-owned utility​

8.27 must file: (1) an annual update identifying the status of the plan filed under this subdivision,​

8.28 including: (i) total expenditures and investments made to date under the plan; and (ii) any​

8.29 intended changes to the plan; and (2) a summary of the annual energy-savings achievements​

8.30 under a plan. An annual filing made in the last year of a plan must contain a new plan that​

8.31 complies with this section.​

8.32 (f) When evaluating the cost-effectiveness of a consumer-owned utility's energy​

8.33 conservation programs, the consumer-owned utility and the commissioner must consider​
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9.1 the costs and benefits to ratepayers, the utility, participants, and society. The commissioner​

9.2 must also consider the rate at which the consumer-owned utility is increasing energy savings​

9.3 and expenditures on energy conservation, and lifetime energy savings and cumulative energy​

9.4 savings.​

9.5 (g) A consumer-owned utility may annually spend and invest up to ten percent of the​

9.6 total amount spent and invested on energy conservation improvements on research and​

9.7 development projects that meet the definition of energy conservation improvement.​

9.8 (h) A generation and transmission cooperative electric association or municipal power​

9.9 agency that provides energy services to consumer-owned utilities may file a plan under this​

9.10 subdivision on behalf of the consumer-owned utilities to which the association or agency​

9.11 provides energy services and may make investments, offer conservation programs, and​

9.12 otherwise fulfill the energy-savings goals and reporting requirements of this subdivision​

9.13 for those consumer-owned utilities on an aggregate basis.​

9.14 (i) A consumer-owned utility is prohibited from spending for or investing in energy​

9.15 conservation improvements that directly benefit a large energy facility or a large electric​

9.16 customer facility the commissioner has exempted under section 216B.241, subdivision 1a.​

9.17 (j) The energy conservation and optimization plan of a consumer-owned utility may​

9.18 include activities to improve energy efficiency in the public schools served by the utility.​

9.19 These activities may include programs to:​

9.20 (1) increase the efficiency of the school's lighting and heating and cooling systems;​

9.21 (2) recommission buildings;​

9.22 (3) train building operators; and​

9.23 (4) provide opportunities to educate students, teachers, and staff regarding energy​

9.24 efficiency measures implemented at the school.​

9.25 (k) A consumer-owned utility may request that the commissioner adjust the​

9.26 consumer-owned utility's minimum goal for energy savings from energy conservation​

9.27 improvements under subdivision 2, paragraph (a), for the duration of the plan filed under​

9.28 this subdivision. The request must be made by January 1 of the year when the​

9.29 consumer-owned utility must file a plan under this subdivision. The request must be based​

9.30 on:​

9.31 (1) historical energy conservation improvement program achievements;​

9.32 (2) customer class makeup;​
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10.1 (3) projected load growth;​

10.2 (4) an energy conservation potential study that estimates the amount of cost-effective​

10.3 energy conservation potential that exists in the consumer-owned utility's service territory;​

10.4 (5) the cost-effectiveness and quality of the energy conservation programs offered by​

10.5 the consumer-owned utility; and​

10.6 (6) other factors the commissioner and consumer-owned utility determine warrant an​

10.7 adjustment.​

10.8 The commissioner must adjust the energy savings goal to a level the commissioner determines​

10.9 is supported by the record, but must not approve a minimum energy savings goal from​

10.10 energy conservation improvements that is less than an average of 0.95 percent per year over​

10.11 the consecutive years of the plan's duration, including the year the minimum energy savings​

10.12 goal is adjusted.​

10.13 (l) A consumer-owned utility filing a conservation and optimization plan that includes​

10.14 an efficient fuel-switching program to achieve the utility's energy savings goal must, as part​

10.15 of the filing, demonstrate by a comparison of greenhouse gas emissions between the fuels​

10.16 that the requirements of subdivision 8 are met, using a full fuel-cycle energy analysis.​

10.17 Subd. 4. Consumer-owned utility; energy savings investment. (a) Except as otherwise​

10.18 provided, a consumer-owned utility that the commissioner determines falls short of the​

10.19 minimum energy savings goal from energy conservation improvements established in​

10.20 subdivision 2, paragraph (a), for three consecutive years during which the utility has annually​

10.21 spent on energy conservation improvements less than 1.5 percent of the utility's gross​

10.22 operating revenues for an electric utility or less than 0.5 percent of the utility's gross operating​

10.23 revenues for a natural gas utility, must spend no less than the following amounts for energy​

10.24 conservation improvements:​

10.25 (1) for a municipality, 0.5 percent of the municipality's gross operating revenues from​

10.26 the sale of gas and 1.5 percent of the municipality's gross operating revenues from the sale​

10.27 of electricity, excluding gross operating revenues from electric and gas service provided in​

10.28 Minnesota to large electric customer facilities; and​

10.29 (2) for a cooperative electric association, 1.5 percent of the association's gross operating​

10.30 revenues from service provided in the state, excluding gross operating revenues from service​

10.31 provided in Minnesota to large electric customers facilities indirectly through a distribution​

10.32 cooperative electric association.​
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11.1 (b) The commissioner may not impose the spending requirement under this subdivision​

11.2 if the commissioner has determined that the utility has followed the commissioner's​

11.3 recommendations, if any, provided under subdivision 3, paragraph (d).​

11.4 (c) Upon request of a consumer-owned utility, the commissioner may reduce the amount​

11.5 or duration of the spending requirement imposed under this subdivision, or both, if the​

11.6 commissioner determines that the consumer-owned utility's failure to maintain the minimum​

11.7 energy savings goal is the result of:​

11.8 (1) a natural disaster or other emergency that is declared by the executive branch through​

11.9 an emergency executive order that affects the consumer-owned utility's service area;​

11.10 (2) a unique load distribution experienced by the consumer-owned utility; or​

11.11 (3) other factors that the commissioner determines justifies a reduction.​

11.12 (d) Unless the commissioner reduces the duration of the spending requirement under​

11.13 paragraph (c), the spending requirement under this subdivision remains in effect until the​

11.14 consumer-owned utility has met the minimum energy savings goal for three consecutive​

11.15 years.​

11.16 Subd. 5. Energy conservation programs for low-income households. (a) A​

11.17 consumer-owned utility subject to this section must provide energy conservation programs​

11.18 to low-income households. The commissioner must evaluate a consumer-owned utility's​

11.19 plans under this section by considering the consumer-owned utility's historic spending on​

11.20 energy conservation programs directed to low-income households, the rate of customer​

11.21 participation in and the energy savings resulting from those programs, and the number of​

11.22 low-income persons residing in the consumer-owned utility's service territory. A municipal​

11.23 utility that furnishes natural gas service must spend at least 0.2 percent of the municipal​

11.24 utility's most recent three-year average gross operating revenue from residential customers​

11.25 in Minnesota on energy conservation programs for low-income households. A​

11.26 consumer-owned utility that furnishes electric service must spend at least 0.2 percent of the​

11.27 consumer-owned utility's gross operating revenue from residential customers in Minnesota​

11.28 on energy conservation programs for low-income households. The requirement under this​

11.29 paragraph applies to each generation and transmission cooperative association's aggregate​

11.30 gross operating revenue from the sale of electricity to residential customers in Minnesota​

11.31 by all of the association's member distribution cooperatives.​

11.32 (b) To meet all or part of the spending requirements of paragraph (a), a consumer-owned​

11.33 utility may contribute money to the energy and conservation account established in section​

11.34 216B.241, subdivision 2a. An energy conservation optimization plan must state the amount​
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12.1 of contributions the consumer-owned utility plans to make to the energy and conservation​
