may, with the approval of the Land Exchange Board, as required under the Minnesota1.7

Constitution, article XI, section 10, and according to the remaining provisions of Minnesota1.8

Statutes, sections 94.342 to 94.347, exchange the land described in paragraph (c).1.9

(b) The conveyance must be in a form approved by the attorney general. The1.10

attorney general may make necessary changes to the legal description to correct errors1.11

and ensure accuracy.1.12

(c) The state lands that may be conveyed are located in St. Louis County and are1.13

(d) Prior to initiating a land exchange pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, section 94.343,1.22

Fund Commission to obtain its advice on the proposed priority lands for exchange.1.24
