325H.05 POSTED WARNING REQUIRED.1.8

(a) The facility owner or operator shall conspicuously post the warning signs sign1.9

described in paragraphs paragraph (b) and (c) within three feet of each tanning station.1.10

The sign must be clearly visible, not obstructed by any barrier, equipment, or other object,1.11

and must be posted so that it can be easily viewed by the consumer before energizing the1.12

tanning equipment.1.13

(b) The warning sign required in paragraph (a) shall have dimensions not less than1.14

eight inches by ten inches, and must have the following wording:1.15

"DANGER - ULTRAVIOLET RADIATION1.16

-Follow instructions.1.17

-Avoid overexposure. As with natural sunlight, overexposure can cause eye and skin1.18

injury and allergic reactions. Repeated exposure may cause premature aging1.19

of 18, the owner or operator shall witness the person's parent's or legal guardian's signing3.12

and dating of the warning statement required under section 325H.061.3.13

(b) For a person under the age of 16, the consent required by this section expires3.14

365 days from the date the warning statement is signed and dated by the parent or legal3.15

guardian pursuant to paragraph (a) and must again be obtained by the tanning facility3.16

for successive 365-day periods until the person reaches the age of 16 as a condition3.17

for allowing the person to use the tanning facility. The notice required under section3.18

325H.061 must be provided by the tanning facility to the customer upon the expiration of3.19

any 365-day period under this paragraph.3.20

325H.09 PENALTY.3.22

Any person who leases tanning equipment or who owns a tanning facility and who3.23
