1.8 Paul may issue a temporary on-sale malt liquor license to the Thai Cultural Council of
1.9 Minnesota or to a person or entity holding a concessions contract with the Thai Cultural

1.10  Council of Minnesota. The license may authorize the sale of malt liquor on the grounds of

.11 the State Capitol for both days of the Minnesota Songkran Festival. All provisions of
1.12  Minnesota Statutes, section 340A.404, subdivision 10, not inconsistent with this section,

1.13  apply to the license authorized by this section.
