Subd. 3. Breastfeeding education and support services. "Breastfeeding1.18

education and support services" refers to services such as educating women, families,1.19

health professionals, and the community about the impact of breastfeeding and human1.20

lactation on health and what to expect in the normal course of breastfeeding; facilitating1.21

the development of policies that protect, promote, and support breastfeeding; acting as1.22

an advocate for breastfeeding as the child-feeding norm; providing holistic breastfeeding1.23
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support, encouragement, and care from preconception to weaning in order to help women2.1

and their families meet their breastfeeding goals; using principles of adult education when2.2

teaching clients, health care providers, and others in the community; and identifying and2.3

referring high-risk mothers and babies and those requiring clinical treatment to licensed2.4

providers.

Subd. 4. Certified lactation counselor, advanced lactation consultant, or2.7

advanced nurse lactation consultant. "Certified lactation counselor, advanced lactation2.8

consultant, or advanced nurse lactation consultant" means an individual who possesses2.9

certification from the Academy of Lactation Policy and Practice of the Healthy Children2.10

Project, Inc.2.11

Subd. 5. Clinical lactation services. "Clinical lactation services" refers to the2.12

clinical application of evidence-based practices for evaluation, problem identification,2.13

treatment, education, and consultation in providing lactation care and services to2.14

childbearing families. Clinical lactation services involves one or more of the following2.15

activities: lactation assessment through the systematic collection of data; analysis of data;2.16

creation of lactation care plans; implementation of lactation care plans, including but not2.17

limited to providing demonstration and instruction to parents and communicating with2.18

the primary health care provider; evaluation of outcomes; and recommending the use of2.19

assistive devices when appropriate. Individuals who provide one or more of the services2.20

listed in this subdivision are providing clinical lactation services.2.21

Subd. 6. Commissioner. "Commissioner" means the commissioner of health or a2.22

Subd. 7. Credential. "Credential" means a license, permit, certification, registration,2.24

Board-Certified Lactation Consultant" means an individual who possesses certification2.28

Subd. 9. License or licensed. "License" or "licensed" means the act or status of a2.31

natural person who meets the requirements of sections 148.9801 to 148.9812.2.32

Subd. 10. Licensed lactation care provider. "Licensed lactation care provider"2.33

means an individual who meets the requirements of sections 148.9801 to 148.9812, is2.34

licensed by the commissioner, and is permitted to provide clinical lactation services and2.35

use the titles authorized in this section and section 148.9803.2.36
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Subd. 11. Licensee. "Licensee" means a person who meets the requirements of3.1

sections 148.9801 to 148.9812.3.2

Subd. 12. Licensure by equivalency. "Licensure by equivalency" means a method3.3

of licensure described in section 148.9806, subdivision 2, by which an individual who3.4

possesses a credential from the International Board of Lactation Consultant Examiners3.5

as accredited by the National Commission for Certifying Agencies, from the Academy3.6

of Lactation Policy and Practice of the Healthy Children Project, Inc., or from another3.7

nationally recognized credentialing agency may qualify for licensure.3.8

Subd.

Sec. 3. [148.9803] LICENSURE; PROTECTED TITLES AND RESTRICTIONS3.16

ON USE; EXEMPT PERSONS; SANCTIONS.3.17

Subdivision 1. Unlicensed practice prohibited. No person shall engage in the3.18

practice of clinical lactation services unless the person is licensed as a lactation care3.19

provider in accordance with sections 148.9801 to 148.9812.3.20

Subd.

Subd. 3. Duplicate license fee. The fee for a duplicate license is $25.10.18

Subd. 4. Late fee. The fee for late submission of a renewal application is $25.10.19

Subd. 5. Verification to other states. The fee for verification of licensure to other10.20

states is $25.10.21

Subd. 6. Use of fees. All fees are nonrefundable. Fees collected under this section10.22

shall be deposited in the state treasury and credited to the state government special revenue10.23

fund for the purposes of administering sections 148.9801 to 148.9812.10.24

Subd. 3. Disciplinary action. If the commissioner finds that a licensed lactation12.23

care provider should be disciplined according to subdivision 1, the commissioner may12.24

(3) revoke licensure;12.28

(4) suspend licensure;12.29
