116.201 COAL TAR.
A state agency may not purchase undiluted coal tar sealant. For the purposes of this

section, "undiluted coal tar sealant" means a sealant material containing coal tar that has not been
mixed with asphalt and is for use on asphalt surfaces, including driveways and parking lots.
